Also, 
two children with the highest amount of Dojos each week  receive a 
bookmark and prize.

Children can also collect Gold cards, they record these on a 
celebration chart and when they reach ten they are awarded a prize in 
the Friday assembly. 
When children show they have followed the schools values, they may 
also get a Values Sticker.

Children who display Low Level Disruption have their name  written 
on the board for a short period. 
For continued poor choices in behaviour, a white card may be 
given.  We will contact you if your child receives a white card.
